Josep Maria Llobet i Portella és llicenciat en filosofia i lletres i doctorat en
historia per la Universitat Nacional d’Educaci6 a Distancia (UNED). Ha es-
tat professor d’historia antiga i medieval i coordinador de la Facultat de Geo-
grafia i Historia del Centre Associat de la UNED de Cervera. Es membre del
Patronat Municipal Duran i Sanpere des que es va fundar i academic de la
Reial Académia Catalana de Belles Arts de Sant Jordi des de 'any 2000.
El 1996 va rebre la medalla de la Societat Catalana d’Estudis Numismatics en
reconeixement de la seva contribucié investigadora.

La seva recerca s’ha centrat en I'estudi i la transcripcié de documents rela-
cionats amb l'art medieval, l'orfebreria, els vitralls i la construccié d’esglésies.
Ha publicat més de vuitanta articles académics i ha participat en nombrosos
congressos d’arreu. Des de la seva fundacid, ha estat membre de ’Associacié
d’Estudiosos del Judaisme Catala i de la Societat Catalana d’Estudis Hebraics.
Les seves investigacions sobre el judaisme catala, especialment al voltant dels
jueus de la Segarra, han aparegut regularment en revistes com Calls i Tamid.

Josep Maria Llobet i Portella holds a degree in Philosophy and Humaniti-
es and a PhD in History from Spain’s National University of Distance Edu-
cation (UNED). He has been a professor of Ancient and Medieval History
and coordinator of the Faculty of Geography and History at the UNED cen-
tre in Cervera. He was a founding member of the Duran i Sanpere Municipal
Board of Trustees and has been a member of the Royal Catalan Academy of
Fine Arts of Saint George (RACBA) since 2000. In 1996, he was awarded a
Catalan Society of Numismatic Studies medal in recognition of his research
contributions.
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His research has revolved around the study and transcription of docu-
ments related to medieval art, goldsmithery, stained glass windows, and
church construction. He has published over 80 academic articles and partici-
pated in numerous international conferences. He has been a member of the
Catalan Society for Hebraic Studies and its predecessor, the Association of
Scholars of Catalan Judaism, ever since the latter was founded. His research
on Catalan Judaism, and the Jews of La Segarra in particular, has featured re-
gularly in journals such as Calls and Tamid.
